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New Computers Arriving April 22  

The Library has signed a three year agreement with the 
eiNetwork, the libraryõs technology provider, to lease 63 new 
desktop computers.  Four of the 63 computers will be funded 
through the Gates Foundation.  The lease includes all 
software costs and maintenance fees.  Initially the Operating 
System will be Windows XP Professional; however,  all 

equipment will also have a Vista license which our provider expects to 
activate at the end of 2008. The new computers will offer the following 
features to the public :

¶ Upgraded video  

¶ Microsoft Office 2007; Internet Explorer 7 and Mozilla Firefox  

¶ 17ó Flat panel monitors 

¶ There are no floppy drives for disks; external floppy drives are being 
provided through the Gates Foundation  

¶ Headphone jacks and USB ports
