Each year at this time, we write to library supporters in the community to share the success
stories of the gem we share in the Sewickley Public Library, and this year is no exception.
Those successes can be demonstrated via an assortment of measures and here are just a
few: ‘

v 254,726 people visited the library in 2010 ;

v’ 353,164 items were borrowed from the library’s collection of 94,764 items;

v’ 22,257 people attended 1,189 programs offered by the library; and

v’ 59,859 computer logins were recorded for a total computer use of 2,316,633 minutes
(this does not include laptop logins or minutes used on the wireless network).

This year the Friends of the Sewickley Public Library made donations for significant
enhancements of the library’s collections. As in the past, the Friends continue to support
the library’s Summer Reading Clubs and Battle of the Books competitions. The Friends
donated funds to the library to lease a color copier and printer for the next five years.
